Slide 1 

Slide notes: This tutorial will show you how to use the Library's online 
"Citation Matcher" to access the full text of journal articles from within a 
database. 

 

 

Slide 2 

Slide notes: Let's say you are using a database to search for article 
references on a particular topic.  Let's use the database "Academic 
Search Premier" to do this.  Click on the "Find Articles" link on the 
Consortium Library homepage.

Slide notes: Now click on "More" to get to the full search screen.

Slide notes: Let's look for articles on "Polar Bears and Sea Ice"...

Slide notes: You will see, as you scroll down the list of search results, 
that some articles are available in full text from Academic Search 
Premier.

Slide notes: But what if you are interested in one of the other 
references that is not (available in full text).  When articles are not 
availble in full text from within Academic Search Premier, you will see a 
link below these citations to: "Check Library for Full Text" 

 

 

Slide 14 

Slide notes: When you click on the link for one of these citations, it 

takes you to a screen that indicates where you can find a copy of this 
article in other places...the Library's "Citation Matcher."   First you will 
see the citation for the article in which you are interested. 

 

 

Slide 15 

Slide notes: Below that are links to content. Notice that there are two 
options listed for obtaining the full text.  The first option allows you to 
link to an electronic copy of the article from a "resource," in this case a 
database called, "Blackwell-Synergy" 
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Slide 16 

Slide notes: The second option indicates that the article is available in 
the print journal collection in ARLIS, the Alaska Resources & 
Information Service, located on the first floor of the Consortium Library.

Slide notes: If you see the wording: "view article," clicking on that link 
should take you directly into an electronic copy of the article.

Slide notes: Locate the full text links to the article - in this case HTML 
full text or PDF full text...
