Slide notes: This tutorial will demonstrate how to use the Journals A-Z 
list to find an article when you have enough citation information about 
the article you need. 
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Slide notes: Let's assume that my professor suggested I find this article 
for my project.  In order to use the Journals A-Z list, I need to first locate 
the title of the journal containing the article, in this case, Education 
Digest. 
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Slide notes: Next, I need to go to the Consortium Library webpage and 
click on "by Journal" to get to the Journals A-Z List. 

Text Captions: Journals A-Z list 
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Slide notes: Next, I can click on the letter corresponding to the first 
letter of the journal title, or I can type the journal title into the search 
box. 
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Slide notes: The Journals A-Z List tells me where I can find full text for 
this particular journal: Education Digest . The listing shows me that 
the Consortium Library print collection has this journal from 1935 to the 
present. 
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Slide notes: This listing also shows me which databases have full text 
articles for this journal and the date ranges they cover. 
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Slide notes: If Academic Search Premier is listed, it is one of the 
easiest interfaces to use to get to the full text article. 

Text Captions: Academic Search Premier 
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Slide notes: After clicking on Academic Search Premier, if you are off-
campus, you will be asked for a username and password to verify that 
you are affiliated wit h either APU or UAA.The username and password 
you use will be the same one you use for your APU or UAA email 
account.  For UAA students, it is the same username and password 
you use for access to Blackboard. 
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Slide notes: Now we are in the database looking at the record for 
Education Digest.  The coverage dates for this journal are listed on the 
right hand side of the page.  I know my article was published in 2007, 
so I'll choose that year now. 

Text Captions: Select the year: 2007 
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Slide notes: Now I am provided with links to volume and issue numbers 
so I can select the one corresponding to the article I need. Remember, 
the volume number was 73 and the issue number was 2. 
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Slide notes: After selecting the issue I need, I see records for articles from 
that specific journal issue. 
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Slide notes: And here is the article I was looking for: 'Successfully 
Bringing Parents into the Classroom"
